A spokesman for the chureh, which

" is described in its literature as an

“applied religious philosophy which
believes that man is a spiritual being
and is basically good,” said the indict-
ment is the lalest cpisode in nearly 30
years of harassment against the
church by governient agencies,

*“, . . M justice is done our members
will be exonerated as any have been
who have fought for religious freedom
against government oporession
throughout history,” said the chureh's
Deputy U.S. Guardian Henning Heldt,
who was among those indicted yester-

day.
The indictment charges that the

* church's “guardian office” included a -

bureau that “was assigned the respon-
sibility for the conduct of covert oper--
ations,” and that all of those charged
with erlmes were members or officials
of that bureau.

The church sald, however, that the *
guardian office is the “social reform
arm of the church.” Church attorney
Phillip J. Hirshkop deseribed the in-
dictments as part of a “bureaucratic
vendetia against Sclentology” and
said “any actions attirbutable to

The 42page indiciment, one of tha
longest returned by a grand jury here
in recent memory, climaxes 2 some-
times bizarre investigation that began
when two Scientology operatives were
ceafronted by FBI azents in June 1976
in the federal courthouse here after
employes became suspicious of their
regelar nightitime presence.

The two men, who had entered the
brilding by using allegedly forged In.
ternal Revenue Service passes, were
allowed to leave, Unknown to the
agents ot the time, the two were part
of the alleged undercover Scientology

. operanon and had been assigned to
the courthouse to enter offices there

La

" .
and copy documents, sccording to the
indictment.

The two men then fled to California
and with Scientology officials con-
-cocted 2 coyer story 1o explan their
presence in the courthouse, according
1o the mndictment. One of them, Ger-
ald Bennett Weolfe, returned to the
courthouse here 2 yrar later and
pleaded guilty to using fake IRS ere-
dentiais. He was placed on probation.

The other alleged courthouse in-

truder, Michael Meisner, had been

hidden by the church In Los Angeles

for more than a year, having had his

appearance changed and using 2 false
name, according to the indictment.

‘When he threatened to return to

Washington against the church's will,

he was held under guard and his

“bodyzuard crew’ was told to “gag,

handcufi™ him if necessary, the indiet-

ment continued.

AMelsner escaped irom his guards in
June 1977 and came to Washington,
where he agreed to plead guilty to a
five-year felony. ile Is the govern-

; ment's main informant against the
church, and is being held under tight
security.

When he came to’ Washington,
Melsner outlined the alleged Scientol.
ozy infiltration plot in great detail to
federal agents and they obtained a
search warrant for the church's head-
quarters in Los Angeles and Washing.
ton. Those warranis were executed on
July 8, 1677, and resulted In a massive
seizure ¢f church documents that re-
portedly outlined a campalgn of har
assment and infitration  directed
against numerous individual critics of
the cliurch as well as against govern-
ment officials and agents.

According to the indictinent res
turned yesterday, the alleged criminal
conspiracy by the churcn began on
Nov, 21, 1973, when Kember directed
Heldt and his staff to obtain all Inter
pol (the international police organiza.
tion) documents concerning Scicnio-
logy and Hubbard.

Meisner was brought Into the plot
In mid-1974 when he was told by a su-
perlor, Cindy Raymond, that he was
to help her place 2 "loyal Sclentology
agent” as an IRS employe in the Dis-
trict of Columbia, the indictment
stated. Raymond. identified as the na-
tional secretary of the church’s U, S.
infcrmation bureau, was among those
charged yesterday.,

Kember issued another order,
known in church terminolofy as
Guardian Program Order 1361, in Oc-
tober 1974, directing the infiitration of
the tax division of the Justice Depart-
ment, according to the indictment.

Two of those who received that or-
der, Deputy Guardian-Information
U.S. Richard Weigand and Deputy-
Deputy Guardian U.S. Duke Saider,
also were charged in yesterday's crim
inal conspiracy.

Within days of that order, according

to the indictment, three Scientology
agents planted an clectronic listening
device or “bug” in an IRS confererce
room here and “recorded an IRS

meeting concerning Scientology’s ap-
re-

plication fer taxeXempt stutus and
lated matters” Less than 18 d
later, Woife was emploved as 2 clerk-
typist at the IRS.

One of the asents who ailezedly
planted the bul. Miuchell IHerman
{(also knawn as Mike Cooper?, also was
charyged yesterday. At the tme of the .
alleged offense, his title with the
church was Branch 1 director of the
Guardlan's office, D.C.

Once Wolfe was In place at IRS, the
Indictment charged, he began stealing
IRS documents that would then be

axairai Wolfe and Meisner in connec-
tion with the alleged illepal use of
RS credentials, the chureh tried to
mmplement what it called “Project
Troy.” That project repartedly called
for the installation of a permanent
‘5ax” in the IRS chief counsel’s of-
fice, and was approved by Heldt on
Dec. 20, 1076,

All of the defendants except Wolfe
and Thomas are chorged with one
count of conspiracy to steal govern-
ment documents, durglarize govern-
ment offices, intercept oral commmuni-
cations and forge government passes;
10 counts of theit of govcrnment prop-
erty, one count of intercepting oral
communications; 10 counts of bur-
glary, and one count of conspiracy (o
obstruct justice, to obstruet an investi-
gation, to harbor a fugitive, and to
make {alse declarations before a
grand jury.

Among the IRS offices from which
Wolfe stole documents were the chief
counsel's office, that of an assistant
IRS commissioner and other lawyers,
according to the charges.

In May 1975, Wolfe also turned his
attention to the tax division of Justice
and stole documents’ from the offices
of three attorneys there as well, tho
indictment charged.

Mary Sue Hubbard then told Kem-
ber and heldt on May 27, 1975, to “use

any method at our disposal to win
the battle and gain our nonprofit (tax)
status,” according to the charges,
Gregory  Wilardson, then  the
Chureh’s Information Bureau Branch
1 director in the United States, soon
wrote 2 letter to Meisner asking him
to prepare 2 plan to get further IRS
documents, the {ndictment stated. Wil
lardson also was charged yesterday.

Six montbs later, an order known as
the “Early Warning System” was is
sued by the charch hierarchy, and it
was “deslgned to protect the ‘personal
security” of* L, Ron ilubbard, the in-
dictment stated,

“The order called for the infiltra.
tion of government agencies which
had power to subpoena or bring suits
sgainst Hubbard or which would pos-
sess advance warning of such subpoe-
nas or suits,” the indictment contin.
